Location: Downtown Danville Hartz/Prospect Avenue and side streets (see map) 

A street party like no other, Danville’s Hot Summer Sundays Car Shows combines classic cars 
and camaraderie to create a wonderful day of summer celebration. 

Whether we’re admiring a pristine classic hotrod, or we’re taken aback by the smooth ride that 
dad unveiled for Sunday drives, we never seem to tire of gawking at beautiful automobiles.  In 
its 24th year, the show features hundreds of hot rods and classic cars along Hartz/Prospect 
Avenue. Expect to see rare one-of-a-kind collector cars, custom designed cars and classic and 
muscle cars from all era’s. Live music fills the streets, vendor booths and awards for the favorite 
collector vehicles, and local shop owners and restaurateurs welcome you to discover what 
makes Danville so special.

2. Registration  
a. Classic vehicle owners can register online or at the venue on the day of the 

event. Registration is $20 a vehicle per show. 
b. Online: Online vehicle registration is subject to a service fee paid for by 

registrant. There are no refunds. Vehicles that are pre-registered have 
guaranteed entry and will be staged between 7:00 and 8:00 am.  Preregistered 
vehicles lose priority entry after 8:00am. 

c. Day of Event: Those registering on the day of the event will pay $30 per car and 
should not arrive to the staging area until 8:00am.  Onsite registration is first 
come, first serve, space available basis.  

3. Vehicle Staging  
a. Vehicle staging will occur between the 7:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m. No vehicles will be 

allowed to enter the venue after 10:00 a.m.. 
b. All vehicles will enter the event venue through the main staging area on Hartz 

Avenue via Danville Blvd. and will be directed by volunteers to their parking 
location.  

c. Vehicle owners may not choose where they will be staged in the event venue, 
and staging is conducted on a first come, first serve basis.  

d. Show vehicles owners must remain in their assigned parking space for the 
duration of the event. No vehicles will be allowed to leave the event early. 

e. We reserve the right to eject show vehicles from the show for those who are not 
acting responsible or are disrespectful to event show staff.
